Insurance : Units from Colonial Virginia Council of th e Boy Scouts of America are
covered by Cauncil Accident Insurance during scouting events. This policy is effective
only after personal coverage is applied first. Out-of-Council participants must provide
proof of insurance.

Pets: Health Department regulations do not permit dogs, cats, or other animals at
RIVAH BASE. Please do not bring pets to drop off or pick up crewmembers.

Valuables : Unfortunately, even in a scouting environment, losses occur. To ensure
nothing will happen to your favorite gadgets and gizmos, leave them at home! We do
not carry insurance for personal items.

Fatigue and Heat : Virginia is notorious for its summer heat and humidity.

All participants are expected to live up to the principles and values of the Scout Oath
and Law and/or the Venturing Code. Provisional participants will be placed in crews

with other pr ovisional crewmembers or partial crews. The following information should
be reviewed with your leader or parent before arrival at RIVAH BASE:

e The Scout Oath and Law and/or the Venturing Code. We take personal
responsibility, ethical and moral conduct ver y seriously.

e The crew leader and Base Director are responsible for enforcing these rules and
disciplining those crewmembers who break them.

e The Base Director is available and prepared to assist in establishing
communication in the event of inter -crew problems.

¢ |If the Base Director believes that further disciplinary action is required of any
crewmember, they wil!/l i ntervene. Chartere
unit and/or a Council representative will be contacted for serious infractions.

e The Base Director will immediately send home any participant who steals,
vandalizes, or intentionally places another participant, staff member, or other
person in danger. The administration reserves the right to take further action
themselves if necessary, intuding sending the entire crew home within 24 hours.

e Hazing, midnight raids, or any other such activities are not allowed at any time at
RIVAH BASE. Such activities places participants at unnecessary risk of injury
and may lead to more serious problems. Any participant caught engaged in such
activities, will be sent home.
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Medical Information

Medical Forms and Physical Examinations . All RIVAH BASE participants, both

youth and adults, must have a completed and signedBSA Annual Health and Medical

Record Form. This form can be found at bayportsr.org. Youth participant medical forms
must be signed by a parentand a physicamand i ncl ude the parentds m
information (a copy of insurance card). Crewmembers without a properly completed

BSA Annual Health and Medical Records will not be admitted to the program.

Immunizations : Many teenagers are not fully protected against all preventable
diseases such as measles, mumps, and rubella. Those immunizations listeth the BSA
medical form must be obtained prior to arrival to the RIVAH BASE.

Medications : All medications that a crewmembers or leaders bring to RIVAH BASE
must be checkedin with the medical form upon arrival. The medical officer will be in
charge of the medical forms and dispensingmedication throughout the week.
Participants suffering from asthma may keep their medication with them, but must
inform the Staff that they have it. Any prescription medication must be in the original
bottle with instructions and dosage on the label (ph armacies will print a duplicate label
for additional bottles). Do not bring pills in a baggie!!

Emergency Medical Treatment : RIVAH BASE has a physician on call 24 hours a
day, and the Walter Reed Hospital is available to treat emergency situations.
Transportation to the hospital will be made on an emergency basis by a volunteer
Rescue Squad or in a RIVAH BASE vehicle.
